Friendly Reminders

• Holiday home safety tips: Only plug space heaters directly into a wall
outlet and never into an extension cord or power strip. Never use
your oven to heat your home. Remove garden hose connectors from
exterior hose bibs. Keep the thermostat at a minimum of 65 degrees
Fahrenheit and never turn your heat o� even if you are not home for
any amount of time.

• Snow removal and parking: Be sure to have your driveway and
walking path leading up to your door shoveled and clear of snow.
Curbside and alleyway parking is prohibited during/after snowfall in
order for plow trucks to safely access and clear the neighborhood.
