  •   Stay fire-safe: Be cautious with candles, holiday lights, and fireplaces. Test your smoke detectors and ensure that electrical cords are in good condition.
Holiday Shopping Safety:
   •   Park smart: When out shopping, park in well-lit, populated areas. Keep gifts and valuables in the trunk and out of sight.
   •   Stay alert in crowded places: Large gatherings can be prime spots for pickpockets. Keep your personal items close and be mindful of your surroundings.
   •   Watch out for scams: Whether shopping in-store or online, use secure payment methods and be cautious of deals that seem too good to be true.
Community Spirit and Watchfulness:
